INSTALLATION INSTRUCTONS

1. Remove the tie rod nut using a 21mm socket. See Photo 1.
2. Unseat the ball joint taper using a hammer, strike the boss on the knuckle and remove from the knuckle. See Photo

3. Loosen the crimp on the clamp from the inside boot using a flat bit driver. See Photo 3.
4. Turn the steering (shown on the passengers side of the vehicle) to extend the steering boot off of the rack and pinion
and remove the clamp. See Photo 4.
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5. Remove the outer clamp from the boot and slide over the tie rod to expose the swivel. See Photo 5.
6. Remove the inner tie-rod from rack and pinion using an 1-1/2” wrench. See Photo 6.




7. Turn the steering wheel to the opposite side of the vehicle (Passengers side shown) to retract the shaft to access the
bushing. NOTE: Do not let shaft go past the black plastic bushing. See Photo 7.
8. Remove the OE bushing using a pick tool. See Photo 8.
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Remove the OE bushing.
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Retract the steering shaft.

9. Identify the Driver and Passenger side bushing. Visually the Driver side bushing has a (D) shaped inner bushing.
See Photo 9.
10. Install the passenger side bushing, insure the bushing is fully seated then install the snap-ring into the rack and pin-

ion. See Photo 10.
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11. Install the inner tie-rod end using thread locker. NOTE: Do not install with out thread locker. Tighten using an 1-1/2
wrench. See Photos 11 and 12.
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Use thread locker on tie-rod end.

Tighten tie-rod end.
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12. Using crimpers tighten the inner tie-rod boot clamp. See Photo 13.
13. Place the outer tie-rod end clamp back over the boot. See Photo 14.
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P Tighten the inner tie-rod boot clamp. Secure the outer tie-rod end clamp.
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14. Repeat the above steps for the opposite side of the vehicle.
